THE OFFICIAL UNIVERSITY MACE

culptor Jeanne L. Stevens-Sollman of Bellefonte,
Pennsylvania, designed and crafted the mace and
presidential chain of office used in Iowa State University’s
formal academic ceremonies. The complementary pair
of bronze and silver ceremonial items are on display in
the Alumni Center as part of University Museums’ Art on
Campus collection.

The mace symbolizes the authority of the university
president. The chief faculty marshal carries it at the head
of the academic procession and, by placing it on its stand,
signals the beginning of the ceremony. The presidential
chain of office symbolizes the rich history and traditions of
lowa State University.

Created in bronze, silver, and tiger maple, lowa State
University’s mace is an interpretation of the campanile.
The bronze headpiece features two campus landmarks—the
campanile and Christian Petersen’s Fountain of the Four
Seasons—and a silver presidential seal inscribed with “lowa
State University—Science With Practice.” The tiger maple
staff bears bronze plaques inscribed with the names of all
previous lowa State presidents and their years of service.
The mace is 60 inches long and weighs 14 pounds.

THE PRESIDENTIAL CHAIN OF OFFICE

he presidential chain of office features an image of the

campanile on the front. On the back is a representation
of Beardshear Hall, home to the president’s office. The
columns of Beardshear form the shoulder epaulets,
inscribed with “leadership” and “service.” The campanile-
inspired links in the presidential collar contain the words
“engagement,” “learning,” “discovery,” and “access.” The
reverse sides of the bronze sections feature low bas reliefs
of corn.

The mace and first presidential chain of office (“Monile
Praesidis Maximus”) was commissioned by University
Museums and the ISU Alumni Association in 2008. The
second presidential chain (“Monile Praesidis Secundum”), a
proportionally smaller version commissioned by University
Museums in 2018, was supported by an anonymous donor
and Carole A. and Roger E. Custer.




ACADEMIC REGALIA

In May 2008, Iowa State University debuted
custom-designed doctorate regalia. The special
commencement doctorate gowns were created with
emblems and colors to reflect lowa State’s tradition
and to complement lowa State’s hood. The fabric is
cardinal red gabardine with
black velvet panels and
chevrons edged with gold
cording. The Campanile,
a beloved symbol and
university tradition,
adorns the two front
velvet panels. An eight-
sided black velvet tam
with a gold silk tassel
completes the official
regalia.
Academic gowns

have been part of the
university experience
since the twelfth century
and the advent of the first
European universities.
Because these early schools were connected to great
cathedrals, the black gown of the schoolmasters, or
scholastics, emulated the somber dignity of the clergy
and signified a life devoted to learning. In addition,
the ample materials of the gown served to keep the
scholars warm in the drafty environment of the
medieval university.

A confusing array of caps, gowns, and hoods
emerged from the centuries in Great Britain and
from early years of higher education in the United
States. American institutions recognized the need
for a standard code and the great majority of
academic costumes now worn in the United States
are in accordance with the general provisions of the
Intercollegiate Code of 1895. This code was slightly

revised in 1932 and again in 1959. Under this code, the
bachelor’s gown has pointed sleeves; the master’s

gown has oblong sleeves with an arc at the bottom; and
the doctor’s gown has bell-shaped sleeves.

The code dictates that bachelor’s and master’s
gowns are untrimmed. However, the doctor’s gown is
faced down the front with velvet and has three bars
of velvet across the sleeves.

The square shape of the scholar’s cap or
mortarboard is thought to denote the stability of
scholars and their books. Candidates for advanced
degrees wear black tassels. The following is a list of
tassel colors for baccalaureate degree candidates:

Agriculture and Life Sciences — Maize
Business — Nugget
Design — Brown
Engineering — Orange
Human Sciences — Maroon
Liberal Arts and Sciences
Bachelor of Arts — White
Bachelor of Liberal Studies — White
Bachelor of Music — Pink
Bachelor of Science — Golden Yellow

Veterinary Medicine — Gray

The hood gives color to the academic costume
while its length indicates the wearer’s academic
degree. At Iowa State, hoods are worn by master’s
and doctorate degree recipients. Hoods were added
to the official academic attire of master’s degree
recipients in May 2018. In general, hoods are made
of a wide panel of black cloth, matching the gown
and are lined with satin in the official academic
colors of the institution awarding the degree.

Iowa State University’s colors are cardinal and
gold, therefore, the top half of the lining is gold
and the lower part is cardinal. The colors used in
the edging of hoods and tassels are associated with
the discipline.

HOODING CEREMONY, DOCTOR OF PHILOSOPHY

he Doctor of Philosophy is the university’s

highest academic degree, awarded only to those
who have successfully completed an intensive and
demanding course of study whose primary focus is
on learning to conduct original research.

The final stage of the program is the preparation
and defense of a dissertation that describes the
outcome of a major research project. To prepare for
that project, the student must have gained expertise
and skills in a particular discipline and must have
thoroughly explored its existing knowledge base.
Those who receive doctorates have demonstrated that

they are truly experts in their fields whose research
has contributed significantly to human knowledge.
The hooding ceremony symbolizes their
admission to the exclusive ranks of those who have
earned the respect associated with the title “Doctor
of Philosophy.” During the hooding ceremony,
the degree recipients are escorted and hooded by
their major professors who have worked with them
throughout their study for the doctoral degree. The
hoods will connect the graduate with a family of
scholars throughout history and from all parts of
the world.



SPECIAL RECOGNITION, ADVANCED DEGREES

andidates for graduation for the Master’s or
Ph.D. may be recognized with the Teaching
Excellence Award or the Research Excellence Award.
The Teaching Excellence Award recognizes those
who provided outstanding contributions in teaching
undergraduate students while working toward a
graduate degree.

The Research Excellence Award recognizes those
with outstanding research accomplishments in a
graduate program.

Honorees for both awards wear cardinal and gold
honor cords and are noted in this program as follows:

SPECIAL RECOGNITION, UNDERGRADUATE DEGREES

Candidates for undergraduate degrees may be
recognized for graduating “With Distinction”
and/or graduating in the Honors Program. Levels
of special academic achievement are indicated in
the commencement program by Latin phrases, also
known as Latin honors. This system is recognized
internationally; however, the requirements vary
among institutions. In the United States, Latin
honors are most often awarded to those earning
undergraduate degrees. Each academic institution sets
its own standards and requirements for each honor.
At Towa State University, candidates for graduation
with distinction must have completed 60 semester
credits of coursework at ISU at the time they
graduate, including a minimum of 50 graded credits.
Those graduating summa cum laude (with highest
distinction) have earned a grade point average
of 3.90 or higher; magna cum laude (with great
distinction) have a grade point average of 3.70 to
3.89; or cum laude (with distinction) have a grade
point average 3.50 to 3.69. Grade point averages are
based on a 4.00 scale. In addition to the notation

in the commencement program, this recognition
appears on the official transcript and diploma.

The University Honors Program is an individually
planned program of study designed to provide
greater depth and breadth of scholarship than the
regular curriculum. Those graduating from the
University Honors Program have designed and
completed an individualized program of study,
including an independent Honors Research Project,
while earning a required minimum grade point
average or better.

Students graduating with special recognition will
wear a cord and/or medallion and will be noted in
this program as follows:

ADDITIONAL RECOGNITION, UNDERGRADUATE DEGREES

he George Washington Carver Scholarship

and Academy is designed for high achieving
multicultural students and supports their growth
and academic success through specialized curricula
and programming. The George Washington Carver
Outstanding Achievement Award is granted to those
scholars who have demonstrated involvement in
a combination of activities such as outstanding
community service and successful internships and
who are graduating with a 3.50 grade point average
or better. These scholars are wearing green stoles.

Iowa State University’s Cardinal Key Honor
Society, formed in 1926, recognizes students who
have achieved the cardinal virtues of leadership,
service, scholarship, and character in the university
community. Undergraduates must be of junior or
senior standing, have earned a minimum cumulative
grade point average of 3.00 and be in the top 15%
of their academic class. Membership is limited to no
more than ¥ of 1% of the senior class, and 5 of 1%
of the junior class. These students are wearing two
red cords intertwined with a single gold cord.

Theaster Gates, artist and innovator in urban revitalization

heaster Gates is a distinguished alumnus,
acclaimed artist, and innovator in urban
revitalization and planning whose intellectual and
. creative activities represent
the ideals of Towa State
University.

Gates, Professor
of Visual Arts at the
University of Chicago,
holds two degrees from
lowa State: a bachelor’s of
science in urban planning
and ceramics; and a
master’s of science in
urban planning, ceramics,
and religious studies; as
well as a master of fine arts, religious studies, from
the University of Cape Town in South Africa.

As an artist, Gates creates work that focuses on
space theory and land development, sculpture,
and performance. Drawing on his interest and
training in urban planning and preservation,
he redeems spaces that have been left behind,
bringing the conversation of space to the forefront
of contemporary art practice to bridge the gap
between art and life.

Known for his recirculation of art-world capital,
Gates’ work explores the possibility of the “life
within things.” He smartly upturns art values, land
values, and human values. In all aspects of his
work, he contends with the notion of Black space

as a formal exercise — defined by collective desire,
artistic agency, and the tactics of a pragmatist.

In addition to his faculty role, Gates also
serves as Senior Advisor for Cultural Innovation
and Advisor to the Dean at Harris Public Policy,
and is executive director and founder of the
Rebuild Foundation, created in 2009 to manage
redevelopment and affordable space initiatives
in the under-resourced Greater Grand Crossing
neighborhood of Chicago. Gates is also the
Director of Artists Initiatives for the Lunder
Institute for American Art at Colby College.

Gates’ extraordinary achievements as an innovator
in the visual arts have placed him among the world’s
top living artists. He has exhibited and performed
at the National Gallery of Art in Washington, DC
(2017); Art Gallery of Ontario, Canada (2016);
Fondazione Prada, Milan, Italy (2016); Whitechapel
Gallery, London, UK (2013); Punta della Dogana,
Venice, Italy (2013); and dOCUMENTA (13), Kassel,
Germany (2012).

Gates has also received numerous honors for
his work, including the Artes Mundi 6 prize and
the Nasher Prize for Sculpture 2018, and in 2017
received the Légion d’Honneur, France’s highest
order of merit.

Faculty members from Iowa State’s Department
of Art and Visual Culture nominated Gates for the
honorary degree, supported by many letters from
leaders in art, design, and community planning.

Simon Estes

imon Estes is an internationally acclaimed
bass-baritone who has performed in the world’s
major opera houses and in special performances
for U.S. presidents and
international dignitaries
such as Boris Yeltsin,
Yassar Arafat, Yitzhak
Rabin, Nelson Mandela,
and Archbishop Desmond
Tutu. Since 2000, he has
been a faculty member
at Iowa State University,
serving as the E Wendell
Miller Distinguished
= Artist-in-Residence with
the Department of Music and Theatre, sharing his
incredible talents and musical knowledge with
students and at numerous activities and events.
Estes rose from humble beginnings in Centerville,
Iowa, the son of a coal miner and grandson
of a slave, to become one of the world’s most
accomplished opera singers, paving the way for
other African Americans in the classical world. He
transferred from Centerville Junior College to the
University of Iowa in 1957 and was there until he
was accepted in the Juilliard School of Music in
1963. Estes has honorary doctorates from numerous
colleges and universities, including one from Iowa
State University.
In 1965 Estes made his operatic debut in Aida
at the Deutsche Opera in Berlin. Among his more
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than 100 lead operatic roles have been the title role
in The Flying Dutchman at Bayreuth, being the first
male African American to sing a major role on stage
there; the role of Porgy in the Metropolitan Opera’s
first production of Gershwin’s Porgy and Bess; and
the role of Amonasro in Aida with Leontyne Price as
Aida in her “farewell performance” at the Met.

Estes is also internationally known for his
humanitarian efforts for children. He established
the Simon Estes Educational Foundation, which
has awarded more than three million dollars in
merit-based college scholarships, and the Simon
Estes International Foundation for Children,
which provides support for children’s health and
educational needs. In 2006, he led a group of six
Towa State music faculty members to South Africa to
bring music instruction to the students of the Estes
school in the Cape Town area.

He has performed numerous benefit concerts to
help combat HIV/AIDS and eliminate malaria in
Africa. Estes was recently recognized by the United
Nations Foundation for personally raising more
than half a million dollars for the “Nothing But Nets”
campaign, which provides funds for education and
bed nets to protect people from the spread of malaria
throughout the world.

Estes has taught at the Juilliard School of Music,
Harvard University and Boston University. Among
his many awards are the Distinguished Iowa Citizen
Award, the Iowan Award, and the prestigious Alumni
Award of Towa State University.
